THIS new volume of the Pelican History of Art, by the Curator of the Department 
of Egyptian Art, presents the architecture, sculpture, painting and minor arts of 
Egypt against the historical and cultural background of a period of some 3000 years 
from Predynastic times to the conquest of Alexander the Great. Attention has been 
focussed upon a selection of the vast number of monuments which have been pre- 
served in Egypt and are consequently not easily accessible to the American public. 
However, the author has also drawn widely upon masterpieces in European and 
American collections, including that of our own Museum, as well as upon much 
material from unpublished records such as the photographs, plans and drawings 
made by the Expedition which we long maintained in Egypt. The visitor to the 
Museum should find in this volume a welcome aid to the enjoyment and interpre- 
tation of our fine collection of Egyptian art. 
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
