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A Distinction for Dr. Reisner

R. GEORGE A. REISNER, who has been

Director of the Joint Egyptian Expedition of
Harvard University and the Museum of Fine Arts
since its inauguration in 1905, Curator of the
Museum's Department of Egyptian Art since 1910,
and Professor of Egyptology at Harvard since 1912,
was given the Honorary Degree of Dactor of Letters
by Harvard University in June on his ffaeth Com-
mencement anniversary. | hrough his efforts the
Museum has acquired the major part of its Egyptian
collection, which is especially distinguished for out-
standing examples of royal portrait sculpture of the
Pyramid Age. Inrecent years Dr. Reisner has been
active in publishing the historical results of his re-
search.

In confernng the Degree, President Conant char-
aclerized Dr. Reisner and his work with incom-
parable brevity and insight: “Egyptologist without
equal; a relentless excavator, he recaptures for this
age the glories of a distant past.”
